This one-day field trip will present Upper Miocene coal seams of the Kostolac Basin in 
one of the open pit mines in the Drmno Coalfield. The coals are lignite in rank and are at 
present time used for power generation in the nearby power plants of Kostolac. 

The first stop will be at the Electric Power Industry of Serbia in Kostolac where the 
geological characteristics and production of coal in Kostolac basin will be explained. 

The second stop of the day will be at the Drmno open pit mine. During the visit at the 
mine site, we will discuss the petrological characteristics of the coal seams, models of 
accumulation of the precursor mires, based on maceral composition, palynology and 
paleobotany.
